(1) Being able to have a basic understanding of the fundamental characteristics and developments of Chinese and
Western philosophical thoughts. (2) Being able to have a deeper understanding and mastery of at least one important
philosophical current of Chinese and Western. (3) Being able to apply the philosophical background knowledges to
conduct critical analysis and independent thinking on the topics. (4) It can expand students' academic horizons, and
integrate their philosophical thinking abilities into their personal professional backgrounds, and they will assist their
mastering thinking skills in professional issues.
