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This course aims to establish students' correct ethical beliefs in finance. In addition to professional financial
knowledge and proficient business operation skills, financial industry practitioners must have financial professional
ethics. The standards of conduct and norms that practitioners should abide by, master professional skills, establish
service consciousness, abide by the principles of honesty and trust, abide by the law, and have a sense of moral
responsibility belong to the scope of financial professional ethics.
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
