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We first introduce how to determine cost of capital. Then we discuss the process of allocating the firm’s capital for
investment which is known as capital budgeting. We study corporate valuataion models and review firms’ use of debt
and stock markets to raise capital. Later, we introduce the important topics, such as capital structure and derivative
securities.
