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The course introduces Business Intelligence (BI) as an approach to fully support strategic decisions making through
information from inside and outside of an enterprise and related cases studies. The required information can be
derived from data that come from data warehouses and databases with data mining techniques. The techniques
include OLAP modeling, associations, classification and prediction, and clustering etc. Along with the study, the
course also provides a guidance for some related Bl certificates.
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
