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The objective of this course is to provide the students to understand the fundamental issues in environmental science.
The course addresses what the environmental problems are, how these problems impact the environment, and the
means society has chosen to deal with these problems. The topics include the basic concept of environmental
science, air pollution, the climate issue and the dissipation of air pollutant, air pollution control, water pollution, growth
mathematics, solid waste, hazard waste and radiation, risk analysis, soil and groundwater pollution and control, noise
pollution and control, and environmental impact assessment.
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
