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This course continues to develop technical English capabilities. It expands the vocabulary that is common across
different trades in the industry (i.e. common for pilot, maintenance and airlines). The aviation standard for using
nouns, verbs and simple sentences are integrated into the established English speaking environment from Aviation
English 1. Students are provided the opportunity to perform class discussions on aviation related articles of their
interests.
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
