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The course's content is to understand standard workmanship as well as the positive and responsible conduct in
aircraft maintenance and repair. Aircraft Structures course can help students get more familiar with the aircraft's
structures and the related components. It can also help students understand the cause of aircraft's aluminum skin &
body structure corrosion condition and its prevention method.
