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This course is about the knowledge of human scale and environmental behavior and the conceptual argument of
spatial exposition of human scale and behavior. The purpose of this course is designed to help students understand
the spatial scale and human environmental behavior of the underlying theory, and the further help to the acquisition of
knowledge of the basic elements of spatial structure, the concept of transformation and the way of life delicate
observation. And this course can be applied to enhance the spatial and environmental phenomena interpretation as
well.
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
