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This course is designed to enhance students’ listening and speaking abilities in American English through intensive
pronunciation, intonation, and dictation drills. It will also reinforce grammatical structures and specific expressions
used in situational contexts. Students will be able to initiate, minimally sustain and close basic task related
communications as well as handle simple social situations.
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
