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The focus of Social Psychology is to study how the individual's ideas, feelings, and behaviors are influenced by the
others and social conditions with a scientific approach. The major topics are including self-awareness, interpersonal
perception, behavioral attribution, value, attitude, prejudice and discrimination, group behavior, and pro-social
behavior etc. By studying social psychology theories and case analysis, students are expected to be more
awareness of themselves and others under the context of social situation.
