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With the emergence and wide spread adoption of wireless and mobile networks and devices, mobile commerce
applications are beginning to attract many attentions to industries and academies. Mobile commerce may require
significantly different approaches in design, development, and implementation of applications due to the inherent
characteristics of wireless networks and mobile devices. This course provides an introduction to mobile commerce,
including frameworks, applications, requirements, location-based services (LBS), security and payment, and
business model and emerging m-commerce services.
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
