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This course is based on practical exercises of various small and medium-sized building types. Make students
understanding the process of building design. And through the interactive process of concept ideas, site observation
records, human behavior patterns, topic discussions, case studies and plan, elevation, section, perspective drawing,
model making and 3D animation, various professional knowledge of architecture is integrated. Experience the space
and form of building, and deeply feel the true nature of building to establish a good building design concept and
attitude. This course mainly cultivates students' knowledge of the following buildings: (1) The central idea and design
concept of the architect (2) Concepts and technologies of green building materials, green buildings, and sustainable
buildings (3) Small and medium public buildings, such as: exhibition halls, MRT stations, art galleries, museums,
composite office buildings... etc. (4) Small and medium campus planning (elementary and middle high schools) (5)
Planning and design of small-scale collective housing (less than 100 households)
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
