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The content of this course includes the history and background of infant massage, the benefits of infant massage,
infant massage techniques, application of infant massage of all age groups, and infant massage applications for
young children with uncomfortable syndrome and children with special needs. In addition, this course introduce
research methods and study design of infant massage field. The goal of the course is to train students to understand
the professional knowledge of infant massage, and to improve the childcare quality of preschool teachers and
caregivers, and to cultivate research talents.
