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The purposes of the course are multiple. Students are expected to acquire the following abilities at the end of the
course: to be acquainted with basic principles of guiding young children, to understand the reasons of young
children’s maladjusted behaviors, to learn effective guidance skills, to design environments that cultivate pro-social
behaviors, to learn positive communication skills, and to follow the persistent maladjusted behaviors.
