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The course attempts to guide students to further understand the interweaving of the four life forces from the starting
point of the essence of color, so as to gradually understand how nature transforms into a complex and inexplicable
world by the power of yin and yang. This course can uncover the principle of color creation, let students experience its
inherent creative ability, make color become a positive force that affects students, and help students gain an active
force for self-growth. It is expected that students may be able to apply their endless color experience to future
designs.
