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This course is aimed at introducing to students language teaching methodologies and techniques, and through
repeated practices on different instructional concepts, helping students possess the competence to apply the
theories of language instruction to practical situations. This course is designed so that students will interact actively
with the course material -- small group projects, discussion of readings, and in-class activities.
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
