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This course will introduce the fundamental knowledge of economics. Students can realize the economic thinking
method in this course. Some microeconomic concepts, such as demand and supply, consumer choice, product
theory and market structure, would be illustrated in the first part of the course. The lecturer would continue to introduce
the macroeconomics, including GNP, economic growth, aggregate demand & supply...etc. in the second part of the
course.
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
