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The architectural design and urban design (1) (II) are the core component of the MAUD curriculum. The aims of
these courses are (A) to analyze and study of the theory and practice of the selected project in the world. Using
these theories to develop new ideas in architectural design projects, (B) to further develop and enhance the
students’ analytical and design ability for handling real-life large scale development, renewal or re-development
projects.
