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Students have to understand the applications of ICT in daily life. In addition to improving technological literacy, they
can also feel the life change brought by artificial intelligence. Cultivate students' interest in ICT skills and Al, and
create thinking skills with new technology applications to lay the foundation for lifelong learning and career
development.
