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This course will help the students to understand the operations of financial markets by facilitating the instructions
focusing on the following issues: For example, how the Wall Street became the financial center around the world; how
investment banks create new financial products; how mutual funds are issued and operated; why the effects of
financial crises create risk; what kinds of risk will exist in unlisted stocks, etc. This course will encourage the students
to apply the knowledge from which they learned to analyze the stories described in the documentary films or movies.
Moreover, the students will promote the ability of independently critical thinking.
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
