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Every organization requires a large amount of accounting information as the basis for decision-making and
evaluation. Therefore, the goal of this course is to cultivate students' use of accounting thinking to observe the
operations of businesses around them and apply accounting knowledge, enhancing students' interest in learning
about accounting, and familiarizing them with the methods and tools of accounting analysis.
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
