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To learn the systematic structure of commerce automation including commerce process flow, information flow,
material flow and cash flow along with all the application methods of their subsystems in the class. At the mean time,
using case studies to explain to students and guide students to explore the feasibility of commerce automation and
fundamentals of commerce intelligence based on the cross-function systematic integration and application of
information and communication technologies as well as related Al technologies.
