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The building construction is dependent on local environment and the improvement of science and humanity. Simply
speaking, from the viewpoint of practice, the meterials, structure, and construction methods are important
components included in this course. This course includes two parts mainly as follows: 1. The construction technique.
2. The construction method. The goal of this course will be achieved by exploring some elaborately designed R.C.
construction cases.
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
