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In this course of Building Structure Systems, students can learn some fundamental building structural subjects while at
the same time developing their logical system-thinking and problem-solving abilities. In addition, this course can
make students realize the relationship between structural systems and architectural forms, the relationship between
rational and perceptual factors in architecture.This course covers two major topics of Building Structure Systems. The
first topics include how the loadings to act on the building, the stress and character of the architectural components.
The second topics are the types of Structure Systems. They are Vector-active Structure Systems, Volume-active
Structure Systems, Form-active Structure Systems, Surface-active Structure Systems and Height-active Structure
Systems.
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
