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The content of this course ranges from the perceptual enlightenment of artistic aesthetics to the motivation of design
activities. On the basis of aesthetics and functions, students will learn about the content, significance and
characteristics of various design activities in visual art, media, products, space environment, etc. across fields. At the
same time, think and discuss issues such as liberal arts literacy, cultural positioning, industrial roles, and social
responsibilities of contemporary visual design and other design activities.
