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Students will demonstrate understanding of basic learning theory and language acquisition theory. Students are
expected to master basic language teaching techniques. Most classroom tasks are designed to be student-centered,
including a lot of group works, discussions, teaching demonstrations, and presentations to motivate students and
maximize the interaction between the teacher and students.
