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The goal is to lead students into the golden age of Shakespeare. The class is required to know Shakespeare’s
historical background and development in these four hundred years; Shakespeare and Renaissance; Shakespeare’s
plays and dramatic types, forms, skills, and performance; Shakespeare’s English; Shakespeare’s long poetry and
sonnets; and Shakespearean criticism.
