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The course presents instructional methods, educational philosophy, teaching materials, steps, instructional content
and methods of Kodaly music education. The content includes pentatonic to diatonic music improvisation, simple
chorus, song collections, and lesson planning. The course will enhance students’ abilities of singing, playing,
narrating, listening, and dancing. Children are expected to integrate instructional methods of music with other areas
of curriculum. Practices and discussion are emphasized.
