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This course is mainly to guide students to understand Chinese typography and increase the abilities of Chinese
typography design. The focus of the course is on constructing students to explore the evolution of Chinese traditional
and modern calligraphy, as well as understanding the characteristics of Chinese characters. This course uses a
series of case studies to enhance students' perception of Chinese characters, and uses thematic work review and
presentation to enhance students' practical and communication skills.
