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Packaging design comprises three major aspects. In addition to the "visual aspect”, it also includes the "material
aspect and structural aspect”. This course offers training in design in regards to the molding methods and structural
requirements of various packaging materials to facilitate and reinforce the integrated application for the "visual
aspect" of packaging design.
