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This course takes a seminar format taught in English, where students are required to actively involve in academic

discussion on the topic of resilient cities. Through the exploration of different resilience theories, the analysis of urban
resilience issues, and the case study of resilient cities, this course aims to enable students to acquire these concepts
and experiences of urban resilience, which can be applied to the research and practice of urban planning and design.
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
