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This course is designed for graduate students interested in using music to teach multiple developments, such as:
language, cognition, physical movements, social interaction, emotions and esthetics to 0 to 6-year-old children. The
focus is on the foundations of music and early childhood education, and the use of music and song to foster language
development and knowledge of culture in young children. It will emphasize the importance of music and the social
environment in early childhood classrooms-based on the theory that music is one of the main vehicles by which
children assimilate their experiences of the world around them. This course will aid educators in learning how to
successfully foster young children’s language development, music appreciation, creativity and aesthetic awareness.
