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This course is designed to introduce the development and theory of social policy, it analyses the concepts of public
policy, the driving forces behind the welfare development, the regime and characteristics of Taiwanese Social Policy.
Based on these concepts, the Students are asked to analyses the major social policy fields in Taiwan.
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
