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This course is mainly to teach students the professional knowledge of man-machine interface. The course can mainly
explain the context from man-machine interface (MMI) to human-computer interface (HCI), and explain the man-
machine interface from the concepts of people, objects, and systems. Professional knowledge, design guidelines,
principles, methods and procedures, and mutual verification with practical design cases. In the course, through the
actual combat exercises of the project, students learn how to use various knowledge and theoretical frameworks to
complete the human-computer interface design and experience experience, and train students to have basic abilities
in the workplace.
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
