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The two main objectives of this course are (1) to give the students a guideline to technical writing which involves
writing styles and skills in research papers and scientific reports, and (2) to help the student to improve reading and
writing skills. The contents of this course include: (1) the purpose and principles of technical writing, (2) a general
pattern for research papers and scientific reports, (3) the writing schemes for Abstract, Introduction section, Method
section, Results and Discussions section, and Conclusion section.
